Where is the museum located?

MQOCAD is located at the corner of Woodward and
Garfield, 4 blocks south of the Detroit Institute of
the Arts

Does the museum have a parking lot?

Yes, parking is free and available in a lot on the
East side of the building. The museum entrance is
on Garfield.

When is the museum open?
W & Sunday: 11am-5pm;
Thu- Sa: 11am-8pm;

What is the Current Exhibition?

BROADCAST, explores ways in which artists since
the late 1960s have engaged, critiqued, and
inserted themselves into official channels of
broadcast television and radio. Broadcast features
thirteen works from the early 1970s to the present
by an international group of artists, including
single-channel monitor-based videos, video-
projection works, photography, installations, and
interactive broadcasting projects.

BECOMING: PHOTOGRAPHS FROM THE WEDGE
COLLECTION, offers a look at the various ways in
which notions of personal and cultural identity have
been created, challenged, or affirmed. Through
portraiture, the works in the exhibition trace an
evolving politics of representation. From documen-
tary photography to works investigating a post-
modern subjectivity, the exhibition features
historical as well as contemporary responses to the
question of identity.

& BUSINESS AS USUAL explores the complex
intersection of art and commerce over the past
decade. Both individually and collectively, the
artists featured in the exhibition explore the role
and function of art in a culture increasingly domi-
nated by the dictates of the market, both artistic
and otherwise.

Does MOCAD have regularly scheduled tours?
Yes, Saturday at 1pm and 4pm, Sunday at 1pm

How long is the tour?

Regularly scheduled tours are 30-40 minutes long.
Estimated total time spent at the musuem is 1.5
hrs.

How do | arrange a tour for school groups or
groups of adults?
All tour groups must make reservations at least
one week ahead of time and preferably on the
regular scheduled tour days and times. Groups that
cannot accomodate one of the regularly scheduled
tour times are asked to book a special guided tour
on Wednesday, Thursday, or Friday. A TOUR INTAKE

How long are the scheduled group tours?

Group ours are 1.5-2 hours long. This allows 45
minutes for a guided tour, lunch (optional), and 45
minutes of free roaming time

Large groups must
notify the museum ahead of time to accommodate
seating.

Does MOCAD have a family/chidren’s day?

Yes, every third Sunday of the month from 1-3pm,
MOCAD hosts creative workshops pertaining to the
current exhibition. Admission is free and materials
are provided. Kids get to take home what they
create. Drop-ins are welcome, large groups please
call in advance.
